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The placing of the Community Centre, protected by the brow of the hill, in close proximity to the village with views of the
harbour, is key to the proposed design. The architectural expression builds on Collieston’s current character, created by,
gradual and random adaptations of the original cottages with windows in the roofs and large framed ‘sit-outerys’ to the
ront. Through the composition of the proposal’s large framed windows, the design captures some of the village’s qualities|
and creates a public ‘sit-outery’ where everyone can enjoy the view.
